This months editorial, again sees me writing from the middle of the Outback
SW QLD and the Eromanga basin this time.

Did you know Eromangads main cl aim
away from the coast ! See below for the sign that proves it !

My task this month was to drive a new Toyota Hilux 4x4 D4D up to my
works Queensland oil production facility and then drive a 78 series ute, back
to Adelaide.

The route North took in Yunta, Arkaroola (overnight stop), Moomba,
Innamincka, Jackson, Eromanga and finally camp at the Kenmore oil field.
Fuel economy for the 1600km trip in the Hilux, ranged from 14.5 L/100
(loaded to max GVM) to 12.5 L/100 with about 150kg on board. Most of the
driving was in 4wd.

The run North was generally good, but | found the standard suspension
unable to cope with the demands of supporting a vehicle at it max GVM over
unsealed roads.

The suspension setup is a trial, after having a number of vehicles fitted with
aftermarket suspension break front shock absorbers, due to the bottom shock
bushes failing prematurely ! Thankfully the vehicles are rarely loaded up, so
wedll see how they go ?

The Southbound trip in the old Toyota was again uneventful, as long as |
drove at 90 or 110, as the injector pump was well worn at the 100 kph
cruising revs .

My route south took me through Noccundra, Tibooburra, Broken Hill
(overnight), Yunta, Burra and finally back into Adelaide. Fuel consumption
with over half ton of gearbox on the tray was approx 15L/100, not bad for a
well worn injector pump !
